Gary Raymond Caylor 66, of Houston passed away February 18, 2022. Gary
was born May 23, 1955, in Paita, Peru to James Franklin Caylor and Aura
Magdalena Vargas Machuca. He is preceded in death by his parents and his
older brother Michael. He is survived by his wife Maria Raquel A. Allbee of 38
years of marriage, 5 step- children, 16 grandchildren, 12 nieces and nephews,
and 2 siblings.

Gary spent his early childhood in Paita, Peru. As a small boy of age 6, Gary
let the world know he had a large imagination. Even at that young age he
loved nothing more than creating and telling a good story. He had a very
adventurous and curios spirit! Given that Paita is a port it is expected that
there are lots of local fishermen. One ordinary day, he decided to stow onto
one of the Fribsa fishing boats which his Captain father managed and off he
went to sea. He loved playing pirates! The stow away was discovered by the
captain who was faced by the monumental task of turning the boat around to
deliver the lost boy home. We can only imagine what happened to him as he
was dropped at the foot of his father Captain Jimmy Caylor. Rascal! Rascal!
Rascal! Adventure was the driving force; he could not control the itch for
excitement so again at the tender age of 6 he hopped on bus from Paita to the
big city of Piura. He had no care in the world and was unaware of the worry of
his parents and family at his disappearance. When he was returned home;
boy was he in trouble! A favorite memory during this time in Peru as boys was



time spent at Pucusula the family hacienda. Bathing naked in the irrigation
canals along with all the brothers. Making slingshots out of branches and
rubber tires to bring down honeycombs and being chased by bees. Riding
donkeys and playing with goats, catching river shrimp, and cooking them with
sweet potatoes in a pit fire. And raiding Uncle Tara and Kiko’s watermelon
fields. His love for the Blessed Mother was instilled by his grandmother and
gentility from his grandfather. He attended public school number 33 and often
spoke of sweet memories of Miss Mina and Miss Catalina and the time a
tsunami hit the school and the entire town. At the age of 7 the Caylor family
moved to the United States and settled in Houston.

He attended Ross Sterling High School where he loved being a very
competitive member of the wrestling team and dabbled in football. As a
Sophomore in High School Gary became a member of the Naval ROTC along
with his two older brothers.

Upon graduating he attended the University of Houston dabbling in studies.
Gary took on a job with the State of Texas for First Offenders. He handled
troubled youth and helped them straighten out their lives. We always thought
he could identify with them as he felt they were misunderstood. Years later a
couple of the boys, now men recognized him in the street and thanked him for
helping them as they now lived happy, productive and good lives. Gary later
found that he enjoyed computers. He attended the Computer Learning Center
and upon completion contracted out to Enron. His career took him through
many adventures, ups and downs. He later fell in love with coffee and the
coffee company Massimo Zanetti Beverage Co. USA. He became a coffee
snob! Oh, one could not challenge him on the subject because he knew
everything about coffee and knew all the good restaurants in town! The
company would donate an assortment of coffee every year to the FFA Show
and Sale silent auction at Gary’s request. This donation benefited young high
school kids for their future college aspirations. The coffee basket was coveted



by all the buyers! Gary loved his job and had a great working relationship with
his boss Lindley Bennett and his co-worker friend Pablo Toribio. Gary was
also an avid Dominoes player. Every week end he enjoyed the company of
Legionaries coming over to play even the last round at 3:00 am! If one did not
watch him carefully, he would slide two game pieces during his turn and oh my
goodness what a commotion! Everyone laughed! We will miss Gary and the
late-night domino games and the deliberate cheating!

The Blessed Mother took hold of Gary and never let him go! Twenty-eight
years ago, Gary gave his unconditional “yes” to our Blessed Mother. She
educated him, transformed him, and gave him the zeal of apostolic mission!
For many years Gary would drive the Legion ladies 3 hours to Schoenstatt’s
Confidentia Shrine in Lamar, Texas to attend a day of retreat for the Rosary
Campaign. He promoted the devotion of the Hoy Rosary in community
through our Mother Thrice Admirable and Victress of Schoenstatt. Later and
through a period of several years, as a Legionnaire and with volunteers from
several presidia he carried out 4 Pro- Christ Pilgrimages in Mexico in the
name of the Legion of Mary. These pilgrimages took place during several
weeks. The Legion would work and serve in small underprivileged towns in
Mexico, Matamoros, Tamaulipas in the Rio Grande area, San Luis Potosi,
Durango, and Jalisco. There the group of Legionnaires worked with the local
priest to baptize, marry, and evangelize families and bring them back to the
Catholic faith. The work was done during late spring or summer and the
temperature was always very hot. Once there they would sleep inside the
church on the pews or in the homes of some of towns people. These were
sacrifices gladly lived to do God’s work. In one of the pilgrimages Gary tended
to a little boy who had bad conjunctivitis in his eyes. As he told the story his
eyes filled with tears. He felt so much compassion for this little boy and felt
bad that there was no medicine for him. He washed the little boy’s eyes and
spoke to him about the Blessed Mother as his mother. He offered him a rosary



and felt quite sad that he could not do more for him. He came back from each
pilgrimage with so many touching stories and spoke of so many miracles as
well. He had a compassionate heart towards the disadvantaged and
marginalized. Always offering lose change to the beggars on the street
corners, or food to those that were hungry. He was never afraid to approach
and talk to someone and evangelize them. Gary was never shy!

Gary also carried out the position of Tribune (Spiritual director) of the
presidium of Mother of Divine Mercy at St. John Vianney Catholic Church.
During the last six years, Gary worked for the Hispanic Curia of Our Lady
Queen and Mother in the capacity of president.

Although Gary knew he had a very difficult journey ahead with his illness he
continued his work as a Legionnaire for long as he could. Even from his
hospital bed he would attend the weekly meetings online. He never stopped
praying not even at the hospital! God was always moving mountains for Gary,
and we could see God’s hand at every step of his disease. We will miss his
mischievous humor, his love of dogs and lack of a green thumb. Overall,
Gary’s life is a testament of God’s merciful love. God calls each one of us to
be His instruments at every stage of our lives until He calls us home.

A Rosary will be held Thursday February 24, 2022, at 10:00 AM with funeral
mass immediately following at 10:30 at Saint John Vianney Catholic Church

El
polizén fue descubierto por el capitan, que se enfrenté a la monumental tarea
de dar la vuelta al barco para llevar al nifio perdido a casa. Solo podemos
imaginar lo que le sucedio cuando lo dejaron caer a los pies de su padre, el
Capitan Jimmy Caylor. jPicaro! jPicaro! jPicaro!

La aventura fue la fuerza impulsora; no podia controlar la picazon de la
emocioén, asi que nuevamente a la tierna edad de 6 afos se subid a un
autobus de Paita a la gran ciudad de Piura. No tenia ningun cuidado en el
mundo y no estaba al tanto de la preocupacién de sus padres y familiares por
su desaparicidon. Cuando fue devuelto a casa; jcarambas estaba en
problemas! Un recuerdo favorito durante este tiempo en Peru cuando eran
nifos fue el tiempo que pasaron en Pucusula, la hacienda familiar. Bafarse
desnudo en los canales de riego junto con todos los hermanos. Hacer hondas
con ramas y llantas de goma para derribar panales y ser perseguido por
abejas. Montar burros y jugar con cabras, atrapar camarones de rio y
cocinarlos con batatas en un pozo de fuego. Y asaltando los campos de



sandia de Tio Tara y Kiko. Su amor por la Santisima Madre fue inculcado por
su abuela y la gentileza de su abuelo. Asistia a la escuela publica numero 33
y con frecuencia hablaba de los dulces recuerdos de Miss Mina y Miss
Catalina y del momento en que un tsunami golped la escuela y todo el
pueblo. A la edad de 7 afos la familia Caylor se mudé a los Estados Unidos y
se instalé en Houston.

Asistio a la escuela secundaria Ross Sterling, donde le encantaba ser un
miembro muy competitivo del equipo de lucha e incursioné en el futbol. Como
estudiante de segundo afio en la escuela secundaria, Gary se convirtié en
miembro del ROTC Naval junto con sus dos hermanos mayores.

Al graduarse asistio a la Universidad de Houston incursionando en los
estudios. Gary tomo un trabajo con el estado de Texas para los primeros
infractores. Se ocupod de jovenes con problemas y los ayudoé a enderezar sus
vidas. Siempre pensamos que podia identificarse con ellos porque sentia que
eran incomprendidos. Aios mas tarde, un par de los muchachos, ahora
hombres, lo reconocieron en la calle y le agradecieron por ayudarlos, ya que
ahora vivian vidas felices, productivas y buenas. Mas tarde, Gary descubri6
que le gustaban las computadoras. Asistié al Computer Learning Center y, al
finalizar, contraté a Enron. Su carrera lo llevo a través de muchas aventuras,
altibajos. Mas tarde se enamoro del café y de la empresa de café Massimo
Zanetti Beverage Co. USA. jSe convirtié en un snob del café! jOh, uno no
podia desafiarlo en el tema porque sabia todo sobre el café y conocia todos
los buenos restaurantes de la ciudad! La compafia donaria una variedad de
café cada afio a la subasta silenciosa FFA Show and Sale a pedido de Gary.
Esta donacidn beneficio a jovenes estudiantes de secundaria para sus futuras
aspiraciones universitarias. jLa canasta de café fue codiciada por todos los
compradores! Gary amaba su trabajo y tenia una excelente relacién laboral
con su jefe Lindley Bennett y su compariero de trabajo amigo Pablo Toribio.
Gary también era un avido jugador de dominé. jTodos los fines de semana



disfrutaba de la compafiia de legionarios que venian a jugar hasta la ultima
ronda a las 3:00 am! Si uno no lo observaba con atencion, deslizaba dos
piezas de juego durante su turno y joh, Dios mio, jqué conmocion! jTodos
rieron! jEcharemos de menos a Gary y los juegos de domind nocturnos y las
trampas deliberadas!

jLa Santisima Madre tomé a Gary y nunca lo dejé ir! Hace veintiocho afios,
Gary dio su “si” incondicional a nuestra Santisima Madre. jElla lo educd, lo
transformo y le dio el celo de la mision apostdlica! Durante muchos afios,
Gary llevo a las damas de la Legion durante 3 horas al Santuario Confidentia
de Schoenstatt en Lamar, Texas, para asistir a un dia de retiro para la
Campafa del Rosario. Promovid la devocion del Rosario de Hoy en
comunidad a través de nuestra Madre Tres Veces Admirable y Victoriosa de
Schoenstatt. Posteriormente y durante un periodo de varios afios, como
legionario y con voluntarios de varios praesidia realizé 4 Peregrinaciones Pro-
Cristo en México en nombre de la Legidn de Maria. Estas peregrinaciones se
realizaron durante varias semanas. La Legion trabajaria y serviria en
pequenos pueblos desfavorecidos de México, Matamoros, Tamaulipas en el
area de Rio Grande, San Luis Potosi, Durango y Jalisco. Alli, el grupo de
legionarios trabajo con el sacerdote local para bautizar, casar y evangelizar a
las familias y traerlas de vuelta a la fe catdlica. El trabajo se realizaba a
finales de primavera o verano y la temperatura era siempre muy calurosa.
Una vez alli dormian dentro de la iglesia en las bancas o en las casas de
algunos pobladores. Estos fueron sacrificios vividos con alegria para hacer la
obra de Dios. En una de las peregrinaciones, Gary atendié a un nifio pequefio
gue tenia una conjuntivitis grave en los o0jos. Mientras contaba la historia, sus
ojos se llenaron de lagrimas. Sinti6 mucha compasion por este nifio y se
sintid mal porque no habia medicina para él. Lavé los ojos del nifio y le hablé
de la Santisima Madre como su madre. Le ofrecié un rosario y se sintio
bastante triste porque no podia hacer mas por él. Volvié de cada peregrinaje
con tantas historias conmovedoras y también habl6 de tantos milagros. Tenia



un corazdn compasivo hacia los desfavorecidos y marginados. Siempre
ofreciendo cambio a los mendigos de las esquinas, o comida a los
hambrientos. Nunca tuvo miedo de acercarse y hablar con alguien y
evangelizarlo. jGary nunca fue timido!

Gary también desempeio el cargo de Tribuno (director espiritual) del
presidium de la Madre de la Divina Misericordia en la Iglesia Catdlica St. John
Vianney. Durante los ultimos seis afios, Gary trabajo para la Curia Hispana de
Nuestra Sefiora Reina y Madre en calidad de presidente.

Aunque Gary sabia que tenia un reto muy dificil por delante debido a su
enfermedad, continud su trabajo como legionario todo el tiempo que pudo.
Incluso desde su cama en el hospital asistia a las reuniones semanales
virtualment. jEl nunca dejo de orar ni siquiera en el hospital! Dios siempre
estaba moviendo montafias por Gary, y pudimos ver la mano de Dios en cada
paso de su enfermedad. Echaremos de menos su humor travieso, su amor
por los perros y su falta de habilidad para la jardineria. En general, la vida de
Gary es un testimonio del amor misericordioso de Dios. Dios llama a cada
uno de nosotros a ser sus instrumentos en cada etapa de nuestras vidas
hasta que El nos llame a casa.

Se llevara a cabo un rosario el jueves 24 de febrero de 2022 a las 10:00 a. m.
con una misa funebre inmediatamente después a las 10:30 en la iglesia
catdlica Saint John Vianney 625 Nottingham Oaks Trail Houston, TX 77079.
