Martha Marie (Haskins) Inglish, 76, was born in Houston, Texas on January

Jim and Martha married a year later. Together, they had her fifth child. Martha
had a deep faith in God, was a devout Catholic, and went to daily mass at
Saint Theresa Catholic Church in Sugar Land.

She loved spending time with her kids and grandchildren, who meant the
world to her. When they were younger, she would often take them shopping
(always at the Galleria), take trips to the Zoo, and take them to feed the ducks
on her favorite walking trail.
