Olgierd "Olek" Peter
Kaltenberg

June 29, 1935 - January 19, 2024

Olgierd Peter Kaltenberg went to be with his Lord and Savior on January 19,
2024, surrounded by his family in Houston, TX at the age of 88. He was
known as Peter in the United States and affectionately known as Olek to his
friends and family in Poland. He will be remembered for his warmth, joyous
smile, strong will, and dancing skills. His life is best exemplified by his favorite
Bible passage, 1 Corinthians 13:13, “And now these three remain: faith, hope
and love. But the greatest of these is love”.

He was born in Skarzysko-Kamienna, Poland in 1935 to Maria Kaltenberg née
Sielecka and Jerzy Kaltenberg and raised in Warsaw. His early life was
marked by World War Il, but despite those turbulent years his family and
family friends grew closer and remain deeply connected. Since high school,
he has been an avid seeker of God and outdoor recreation enthusiast. He
traveled on his favorite kayak, “Hapliczek”, on the lakes and rivers of Poland,
camping with friends and family, using this opportunity to pray and read the
Holy Bible together. He passed on to his children his passion for seeking
knowledge and nature through camping, hiking, photography and skiing.

Peter received his PhD in Chemistry from the Polish Academy of Sciences

(PAN) in 1970 and his MS from Warsaw Polytechnic. He worked as a Senior
Research Engineer and then as a Senior Research Scientist at PAN. He was
a published and cited author of a number of works in his professional career.



In 1976, he immigrated to the United States to join Rice University as a Post-
doctoral research fellow. Peter became an American citizen in 1991 and
resided in the United States for the rest of his life. Peter spent the remaining
years of his career working for various pharmaceutical companies, analytical
laboratories, American Health Foundation Institute for disease prevention & as
a consultant on analytical chemistry, consumer testing and regulatory affairs.

Peter rejoiced in the Lord. He found great support and fellowship at Grace
Church in Ridgewood, NJ during the early 90s, BridgePoint Bible Church
(formerly Spring Branch Community Church) from the late 90s onward, and
Idz Pod Prad in Lublin, Poland. Peter shared his faith with others and twice
traveled with his church to Biskhek, Kyrgyzstan to spread the good word.

He is lovingly remembered by his children, Peter (Heather) Kaltenberg, Jerzy
(Dorota) Kaltenberg and Mary Kaltenberg (Lucas Orona), step-children,
Natalia Szyfman and Adam Szyfman, and grandchildren, Szymon Kaltenberg,
Daniel Kaltenberg, Arrietty Orona-Kaltenberg, as well as former wives,
Ludmila Kaltenberg née Zawadzka and Tatiana Kaltenberg née Pinczuk, his
cousin, Danusia Rozycka (Ksawery) with their children, his first cousins once
removed, Joasia R6zycka and Michal (Sylvia) Rozycki, nephew Jacek Zaleski,
and great-niece, Marysia Zaleska (Tymon Jezierski) also many other friends
and family.

Olgierd urodzit sie w Skarzysku-Kamiennej, w Polsce w 1935 r. Jerzemu i
Marii Kaltenberg z domu Sieleckiej. Olek wychowywat sie w Warszawie. Jego
wczesne zycie naznaczone byto Il wojng swiatowa, ale pomimo tych
burzliwych lat jego rodzina i przyjaciele pozostajg ze sobg gteboko zwigzani ;
Od szkoty sredniej byt zapalonym chrzescijaninem i oddanym amatorem
rekreacji w plenerze. Podrézowat na swoim ulubionym kajaku ,Hapliczku” po
jeziorach i rzekach Polski, biwakujgc z przyjaciétmi i rodzing, uzywajgc to jako
okazje by méc razem modli¢ sie i czyta¢ Pismo Swiete.

Organicznej PAN jako Inzynier ds. badan, a pézniej jako starszy pracownik
naukowy. W 1976 r. wyemigrowat do Stanéw Zjednoczonych by podjgé prace
w Rice University jako pracownik naukowy ze stopniem doktora. Olgierd
przyjat obywatelstwo Stanow Zjednoczonych w 1991 i spedzit reszte swojego
zycia w tym kraju. Reszte swojej kariery zawodowej spedzit pracujgc dla firm
farmaceutycznych, laboratoriéw analitycznych. American Health Foundation
Institute for disease prevention i jako konsultant w zakresie chemii
analitycznej, testdow konsumenckich i spraw regulacyjnych.

Olek byt osobg gorliwie wierzacg. Znalaziszy w wierze i spotecznosci
koscielnej wielkie wsparcie, byt cztonkiem Grace Church, Ridgewood w stanie
New Jersey na przetomie 90 oraz BridgePoint Kosciét Biblijny (dawniej Spring
