
Orlando C. Batelli
October 12, 1929 - October 8, 2013

Orlando C. Batelli, (“Olie”) age 83, passed away on Tuesday, October 8, 2013.
He was born on October 12, 1929 to Orlando and Rose Marie Batelli in
Chicago, Illinois. He married Gwynne Ward on May 5, 1951 and resided in
Chicago, later moving to Houston, Texas in 1975. Orlando is survived by his
loving wife Gwynne and daughters Barbara Batelli and Cheryl Connelly and
her husband Richard. He is preceded in death by his parents, his two sisters,
Elisa Miller, Frances Halley and his brother, Raneiro Batelli. 

 

Olie, as his friends and family called him, worked for Wallace Computer
Services for over 45 years until his retirement in 1992 as a Vice President and
General Manager of the Texas operations. Early in his business career he met
Gwynne and they married in 1951. Olie, Gwynne and their two girls resided in
the Chicago area for many years, as well as in Clinton, Illinois and Houston
where he advanced into management while overseeing various plant
operations. Shortly after retiring he was credited with a patent for a method for
preventing counterfeiting of sales receipts resulting from his work experience.
Olie was a member of the Elks having been last active in the Katy Texas
Lodge 2628 where among his many awards he received a Lifetime
Achievement Award in 2007. He avidly pursued improving his golf game and
was a member of Houston’s Pine Forest Country Club where he succeeded in
making a hole-in-one in 1999 and then again in 2010. He loved animals and
embraced the joy of his own dogs, Shelley & Otis, as well as his daughters’



animals, Jennie, Jackson and Bianca.
